In collaboration with
the rest of the educational team, the successful candidate will be the lead teacher for the Grade 7 class. They
will participate in school activities, including summer camp and demonstrate a commitment to all aspects of
the school mission. Qualifications include a Bachelor’s Degree in Education as well as proven experience in
and passion for middle year’s education. Proven success working in an inner-city school setting would be an
asset.

Description:
